(3) Applicants must have completed either twelve (12) years of formal school education or equivalent school
education recognized by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science, and Technology (MEXT), or
who have been granted an International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma by the IB Organization.

(4) Applicants must meet one of the following conditions.
1. Applicants whose status of residence is “Student”.
2. Applicants who can obtain the status of residence “Student” by March 31, 2026*.

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6. Precautions for taking the Entrance Exam and Misconduct

B Entrance Exam Instructions and Precautions

1. There are no restrictions on clothing on exam day, except that you cannot wear clothes with English
or Kanji lettering, or maps printed on them. If you are wearing such items, you may be asked to
remove them.

2. If you are late for the exam for a personal reason, you will be allowed to enter the room until 20
minutes after the start of the exam. We will not accept any late arrivals after that and will take no
special measures such as extending the exam period. If you are late due to a reason not attributable
to you, such as a delay in public transportation, we may delay your start time for the exam to allow
you the full exam time. If the reason is a public transport delay, please bring a delay certificate from
the transit company. However, if you do not arrive at the exam site by the end time of the exam, you
will not be able to take the exam. In that case, the admission fee may be refunded. For details, please
contact Chukyo University Admission Division.

Please be seated in your assigned place in the examination room with your examination number.

4. Please refrain from carrying out any misconduct on your application or in the examination venue
(including during the examination period). Please refer to "About Misconduct” for details.

5. If your name or examination number is omitted from your answer sheet, or if it is written incorrectly,
the examination may not be graded.

6. Instructions on filling in your computer-scored answer sheet:

e Use a black HB pencil or mechanical pencil (do not use anything other than HB).
e Handle the sheet with care so as not to bend or tear it.
e Please do not fill in any fields other than the designated fields.
7. As ageneral rule, you will not be allowed to leave the room during the exam.

However, this does not apply if the school doctor or other doctor

determines there is no risk of contagion.

10. In the event of a natural disaster such as an earthquake, typhoon, fire, power outage, or any related

incident, we may delay the starting time of the exam or postpone the exam to another date. At this

event, we will post an announcement on the official website of Chukyo University.

11. Chukyo University does not inform applicants of exam results individually by telegram, etc. Such

services may be offered by private groups, but have nothing to do with the university, and we take

no responsibility for any issues that may arise between you and any such service provider.

B About Misconduct

1. Falsification, misrepresentation, or plagiarism of documents, materials, or information submitted to

Chukyo University at the time of application may be considered as misconduct.

2. The following acts may constitute misconduct:

a.

Cheating (i.e., hiding or using cheat sheets, reference books, etc. during the examination time,
looking at other examinees' answer sheets, etc., or being instructed by others how to answer
the questions).

Using unauthorized items during the written examination (including placing them on the desk
or wearing them).

Opening the booklet, starting to answer the questions, or writing on the back or in the margins
of the booklet before being instructed to start answering the questions in the written examination.
Holding writing materials or continuing to answer after the instruction to finish answering the
guestions in the written examination.

Telling other examinees the answers or otherwise taking advantage of other examinees during
the examination period.

B Handling of Personal Information

Chukyo University handles the personal information of applicants, such as names and addresses,
provided for application and enrollment, based on the “Basic Policy for the Protection of Personal
Information of Umemura Gakuen School Corporation” and the “Rules for the Protection of Personal
Information of Chukyo University,” and uses such information only for the purposes of:

1. Implementing entrance exams (including handling applications)

2. Provide information from the university (sending materials, e-mail, etc.) and to conduct a

guestionnaire survey on entrance examinations

3. Announcing exam results

4. Having relevant organizations send successful applicants information necessary for campus life

(e.g., housing arrangement, non-life insurance, the university co-op), and handling matters related
to the above.

5. Performing other tasks related to the above.

Chukyo University limits access to personal information. We take considerable steps to prevent the

loss or alteration of personal information.
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Chukyo University may outsource these tasks to external contractors (“Contractors”) in whole or in
part, and provide the Contractors with all or part of the personal information given by applicants. When
outsourcing tasks, therefore, we conclude an agreement that includes a confidentiality clause with the
Contractors and require them to strictly manage the personal information to ensure the information will

not be used for any purposes other than those related to the outsourced tasks.

We also process personal information to reduce it to statistical data such that individuals cannot be
identified, and use such data for study and research on topics related to applicant screening at Chukyo
University.

Newly enrolled students are required to understand that some of their personal information and
entrance exam results are registered in the student information database of Chukyo University, which

may be used for student counseling and guidance after enrollment.
